
The buildings and adjoining land are situated in the rolling foothills of the Tuscan Emilian

Alps,  4 Km from Vernasca, the nearest village and 40 Km from the town of  Piacenza.

Cergallina is located on the ridge between  the Ongina stream to the north and the

Stirone and Borla streams to the east, at approximately 480  m above  sea level, with

panoramic views and a relatively uncontaminated environmental area. The surrounding

land is characterized by scattered agricultural settlements. The fields are cultivated with

vineyards and hay and wheat crops, and surrounded by natural woods.

1. Location and typology
Cergallina consists of  9 hectares of land plus varied buildings, accessible from Bignoni

municipal road originating from the provincial road of Borla and reaching to the North-

East hamlets of Mazzaschi and Trinità.

Cergallina includes an recently restored farmhouse and adjoining barn and residential

and rural buildings that have been erected during last 10 years, constructed using local

architectural models, with local materials being stones and bricks, timber and terracotta

floor tiles.

Both lands and buildings are described in the attached building plan.

1) Building “A” main building used as residential and restaurant area, with the

following lay-out:

• Ground floor: living room and private kitchen for the owner (used also for the

guests in winter time); entrance hall, cellar, bathroom, four guest bedrooms

with ensuites;

• First floor: restaurant area with large terrace,commercial kitchen, storeroom,

2 toilets for the restaurant, three bedrooms  - one with ensuite and one

bathroom to service the other two bedrooms;

• Second floor: two bedrooms, one with ensuite, bathroom, study,

• Total nr. 21 beds.

2) Building “B” stable with  6 horse stalls;

3) Building “C” stables for 9 horses;

4) Building “D” assigned as a multipurpose room;

5) Building “E” for small animals;

6) Building“F” poultry pen and poultry butchery;

7) Building“G” ground floor including  5 guests rooms with ensuites for a total nr. 13

beds;



8) Building“P” 3 guests bedrooms with ensuites (total 6 beds), portico, swimming pool

and changing rooms with toilets.

Total number of beds currently 37.

Beyond the buildings lies a pond fed by runoff water from the roof which is used for

irrigation.

 Town planning  Regulations
The main building called “A”, was constructed in 1800 with extensions made in the

beginning of the 1900’s; subsequently restored  and enlarged for  the farmstay activity,

with operates under  the local council licence.

2. Land registry data
The  buildings  are registered in the C.T. of Vernasca, as follows:

- sheet  33, maps 370 – 371 – 372 – 373 – 375 – 201 for a total of  9.01.96 hectares.

3. Structural characteristics
The structure of the building is traditional and can be described as follows:

a) foundation in reinforced concrete and natural stone;

b) vertical structures

- under ground concrete masonry

- ground natural stone masonry, and partially civil plastered; for the separate

stable, wooden structure;

c) horizontal structures

- floors, mixed prefabricated concrete joisted floors, with interposed

lightening brick block, connecting floor slab and suitable iron reinforcement

for the covering of the basement floor; partially at sight wooden and hollow

tiles for the other environments.

d) separation of the rooms

- concrete partition walls 12 cm and 8 cm thickness

e) structure of the roof

- wooden,and covered with original hand made roof tiles.

5. Internal and external finishes
- the front, except  for the stable, is of stone and  hand madebricks ;

- wooden, walnut coloured, external fastenings (doors and windows),

- traditional wood internal doors;

- walls civil plastering, painted;



- natural stone for thresholds, windowsills and edges in general;

- floors: ceramic and baked tiles;

-bathrooms : ceramic tiles up to 2,20 m height.

6. Plants
- underlay electric power plant, following the current safety rules;

- independent heating system, with liquid gas boiler, steel and cast iron radiators;

- toilets/bath rooms: 1,20 x 0,80 m showerbases, column washbasins, toilets, bidet,

complete bibcocks;

refluent (dirty) waters treatment system by means of anaerobic percolator filter
